While we are fortunate to have this as a short term fallback, relying on
investments tound annual expenses could be compared to relying on 401K plan
withdrawals to pay the mortgage. This year more than ever, with interest rates
way down, and with unforeseen and potentially serious maintenance issues
being discovered as part of capital cargpgiroject work, our financial
vulnerability is reinforced.

If we continue to make draws from our endowment, we will eventually have no
endowment. Yet the endowment is a pool of funds established to contribute
small but important cash flowom accrued interesb our operating budget each
year in perpetuity.The trustees and all of us as a churakie a responsibility to
maintain our endowment for tlsecurity of ourcurrent members, their children,
and generations to come.

the level of stewardship that is the norm for churches of our sizpanfibrour
