2010 ANNUAL OPERATING BUDGET CAMPAIGN  
 

These past several years, The Board of Trustees has stressed the reality that the 

annual giving amounts have not met the minimum required to cover the basic 

operating expenses of the Church.  We have been forced to “dip into” our 

Endowment Fund investments to ensure that no programs are subject to 

elimination, and basic property repairs/maintenance can be handled.  

 

While we are fortunate to have this as a short term fallback, relying on 

investments to fund annual expenses could be compared to relying on 401K plan 

withdrawals to pay the mortgage. This year more than ever, with interest rates 

way down, and with unforeseen and potentially serious maintenance issues 

being discovered as part of capital campaign project work, our financial 

vulnerability is reinforced.           

 

Our hope for this coming 2010 is that even in these tough times we can rise to 

the level of stewardship that is the norm for churches of our size and pay for our 

basic needs without taking away from our endowed assets or being forced to re-

allocate capital campaign funds intended for other purposes.  

 

You may have received your pledge packet in the mail by now. The trustees are 

beginning preparation of our 2010 budget, which can only become a committed 

and realistic budget with all members pledging faithfully.    

 

We look forward to the opportunity to 

share more with you during coffee hour in the coming weeks leading up to 

Stewardship Sunday on November 8
