FROM THE PASTOR 
 

 
Today is Trinity 
Sunday. In J.K. 
Rowling’s Harry 
Potter and the 
tƘƛƭƻǎƻǇƘŜǊΩǎ 
Stone Harry and 
his friends face 
the imposing 
obstacle of a 
large aggressive 
dog called 
Fluffy who has 
three heads and 
is pacified by 
music.  In Christian tradition God is similarly 
portrayed as a three-headed deity called the Trinity. 
The Trinity was an attempt by the Early Church to 
put the Jesus of experience into the heart of 
divinity.  Traditionally this has been portrayed as 
the earthly Jesus being elevated into the heavenly 
God.  However it is more accurate to understand 
the incarnation as locating and grounding God in 
human experience.   
 
In 1410 Andrei Rublev painted a famous icon.  On 
the one hand it portrayed the scene from Genesis 
18 of Abraham and Sarah’s three visitors at the 
Oaks of Mamre.  On the other hand it was an insight 
into the Trinity, three distinct androgynous beings 
communing together.  Yet the mystics tell us that in 
this icon the Trinity is not what we see in the 
foreground.  Trinity is not the three beings but a 
way of being.  It is not the beings of Father, Son and 
Holy Ghost but the background ‘betweeness’ that is 
God. 
 
The three faces of God are signs pointing to a way.  
They are not what is signified, or the destination.  
They are not God.  A three-headed God-being is too 
static, too fixed, and ultimately becomes an idol.   
Trinity points to God as a verb rather than a noun, 
loving rather than the lover, giving rather than the 
giver, and shedding rather than accumulating 
power.
