FROM THE PASTOR 

This morning’s Gospel reading is that well-
known story of Jesus visiting the home of 
Mary & Martha. The story of Mary being 
praised for her listening and learning role in 
contrast to Martha's activism points to the 
importance of relationship. Religion is 
about relationship - relationship with the 
Divine, and mirroring that relationship in 
relationships with other human beings - and 
not just those of our own ilk. It is about 
claiming for all people, what we have found 
for ourselves through the God of Jesus 
Christ - an experience of fair-dealing, 
honesty, equity, and the opportunity to 
grow and develop and to be fully human. 

It is also about building the relationship 
with the Divine in order to more fully grasp 
and build and live out the relationship with 
others. This is what the gospel passage is 
pointing to. Luke balances the listening – 
the contemplative if you like - role, with the 
activism of the Good Samaritan story which 
we heard last Sunday and which 
immediately precedes the Martha and Mary 
story.  A prophet of Israel, Micah, put it this 
way: "…and what does God require of you 
but to do justice, and to love kindness, and 
to walk humbly with your God?" 

Listening, and doing; doing, and listening. 
They go together, two sides of the one coin 
of Christian discipleship.
