This search process has been a very rewarding experience for the search committee; we
have grown as a group in many ways. We grew spiritually, conversationally and physically -
because of all the cookies and brownies that we have eaten in the last ten months of meetings.
We want to thank you all for the tremendous honor you have given us to serve the church on
this very important committee. We also want to thank all of our families and spouses who
were so understanding of our time away and the time that we were preoccupied with
committee business.

Just to give you an idea of the involvement we had:
e We met weekly for 10 months, that’s about 43 meetings.

e We spent a combined 2,500 hours of work time preparing the church profile and
reviewing candidate’s profiles.

e We reviewed 9,000 profile pages.

e We sent over 1,000 emails, if you consider the number of emails read by the whole
committee it would be about 13,000

e We consumed about 1032 treats that we took turns in providing. Of course that wasn’t
too difficult a sacrifice.
