What | love about books like Dan Brown’s, The DaVinci Code or The Lost Symbol, is that they
push us to look at our faith more concretely. If they were just dramas with no basis in fact, we’'d simply
look at them as interesting stories. But because they espouse theories and ideas that have already been
circling around in the halls of Christendom, they push us to clarify what it is we really believe.

Lent is a wonderful time to examine what it is we believe. It is forty days to read and ponder the
ultimate meaning of our faith. Jesus spent his time in the wilderness, alone, without food or drink. I'm
suggesting that we spend a few hours, each week, reading the Bible, something inspirational, or
something provocative (in its best sense). Sometimes we need to push the limits of ‘what we’ve always
done’ or read, to look at faith from a new perspective.

In Ann Weems’ poem, We Seem to Forget, she reminds MW’;
us that ours is not an unchanging, ancient faith, but rather it is a
living faith that needs to be looked at and examined. And not
just at Christmas and Easter.

What concerns me,
what lies on my heart,
is this:
That we in the church
papered and programmed
articulate and agenda-ed
are telling the faith story
all wrong,
are telling it as though it happened two thousand
years ago
or is going to happen
as soon as the church budget is raised.
We seem to forget that Christ’s name is Emmanuel,
God with Us,
Not just when he sat among us
but now,
when we cannot feel the nailprints in his hands.

Who is this Jesus we call the Christ, and how does he fit into our lives? This is the journey of Lent.
