One of the most difficult things to do as an Interim Pastor is saying good-bye. I do it often, but it 
doesn’t get easier. But just as the time had come for Dr. Seuss’ Marvin K. Mooney, so the time 
has come for me “to go now”. But I go with fond memories of wonderful worship, great meals, 
talent shows, choir performances, Bible studies, and quiet home/hospital visits. We’ve shared 
much in the past 20 months, including new babies, playing children, Prime Timers, weddings, 
funerals, baptisms and new members. I’ve made prayer shawls, Christmas ornaments, winter 
scarves and pretzels.

A long time ago, a mentor of mine told me about strawberry plants.  He likened them to 
Christians and Christian communities.

We put down roots, take in good nutrients, and produce great 
things. But over time, we’re called to move on. So we send out shoots, that settle on the soil 
and put down roots. For a time, we’re still connected to the original plant. We still share all the 
memories of the time we were just one. But soon it will be time for us 
to send out new shoots, and the process begins again. 
 

The Church of Jesus Christ has always been both a gathered and a 
scattered community. We gather for worship and fellowship and then 
scatter to our homes, or jobs, or schools far away. Sometimes we stay in one community all our 
lives, while others of us move from community to community as our jobs or lives change. But 
what holds us together is our common bond—Jesus Christ.    
 

A lot is happening for all of us. Three weeks after I leave here I will graduate with my Doctor of 
Ministry degree. I haven’t settled on a new assignment yet, but I have a lot to do in the next 
couple of months. 
 

You have a new minister coming with all the excitement that comes with that—AND a new 
baby on the way to live in that parsonage you have all been working so hard to get ready.

PALM SUNDAY worship is at 10:00 AM Sunday, March 28.  
Children will assemble in the Parish Hall for the Palm Processional 
at 9:55 AM.  
 
MAUNDY THURSDAY worship service is at 7:30 PM, April 1.  At 
this beautiful and moving service we remember that last night 
Jesus shared with his disciples and partake of the sacrament of 
our Lord’s Supper.  Following communion we observe the service 
of Tenebrae, the gradual extinguishing of the light, recalling the 
events of Jesus’ betrayal, arrest, and crucifixion, and looking 
ahead in hope to the dawning of Easter Day.  
 
EASTER SUNDAY worship at Canton Center Church will consist of 2 services, one at 9:00 AM 
and 10:30 AM, April 4.  There will be nursery care at the 9:00 AM service.  Church School 
classes do not meet. Celebrate the glorious day of resurrection as we lift our voices in songs of 
victory and rejoicing.
