It's Advent. Advent is a time when we venture into un-
known territory, and ponder the enormous potential
and possibility of God in human flesh, even our own
human flesh. It's a time for personal transfigurations
and enlightenments, time to hear the voice of God
which tells us there are no limits to what we can
achieve as individuals and as community.

Many people have the experience of hearing a piece of
music and find the tune or words stick in their mind
and pop into consciousness at random moments. This
happened to me late last year with the contemporary
carol we will sing at least once during this Advent and
Christmas season. The refrain stayed in my mind since
last Christmas when | read it in a book of contemporary
hymns by New Zealand hymn-writers and | kept re-
membering it all this year. "This year, this year, let the
day arrive, when Christmas comes for everyone, every-
one alive!".

For me the words and music are an urgent, faith-filled,
trustful cry of hope. Not some kind of wish that every-
one everywhere will have a Christmas tree, Christmas
ham, and presents wrapped in pretty paper, although
that might be a good thing. Not a wish that everyone
everywhere will celebrate with candles and carols the
birth of Jesus.

| think the words of the refrain kept popping into my
mind because the hope and vision behind the words
are as clearly unrealized this year as they have been in
so many years that have gone before. They are poign-
ant, haunting words in the reality of this world with
seemingly unceasing strife.

The words reflect the feeling of words used at the end
of each Jewish Passover meal - "Next year in Jerusa-
lem." Even when there was clearly no prospect of ever
getting to Jerusalem, let alone by the next Passover,
and even when Jews have got to and are living in Jeru-
salem, those words are still said. They express a deeper
hope and greater vision than suggested at face value.
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In the carol, Shirley Murray invites us to hope and envi-
sion that day coming this year, this Christmas. The day
when "Christmas comes for everyone alive" is the day
when the reign of peace and harmony is established
once and for all. "This year," we pray, let "this year" be
the year that happens.

The sense of urgency in Shirley Murray's words jogs me
out of any sense of futility and despair. These are
words spoken to our own hearts and souls and minds
as well as to God. What we pray, we are challenged
also to do, and to become. We are invited to become
not only faithful and hopeful people, but also to act
faithfully and hopefully in the communities of our daily
lives, in our nation and in our world.

This Advent & Christmas, sing for those who have noth-
ing left to sing of. Love for those surrounded by hate.
Hold out a hand of welcome even to those who would
be an enemy. Hope for those who can no longer hope.
Pray for those who can longer pray.

"This year, this year, let the day arrive, when Christmas
comes for everyone, everyone alive."

WIDER CHURCH FELLOWSHIP OVERVIEW

What is Wider Church Fellowship?

What does Wider Church Fellowship do?

How does Wider Church Fellowship spend the
money that it makes on its fund raising?

These are questions that come up from time to time
and perhaps it is time to explain some of the details
about the organization of Wider Church Fellowship.

First, let’s try to understand who is a member of the
Wider Church Fellowship (WCF). The WCF organiza-
tion recognizes every member of the church as well
as friends of the church as members. You don’t
have to do anything to become a member, it is au-
tomatic and we hope that you will join in and have
fun in our activities. Put another way, if you are
reading this you are probably a member of this fel-
lowship organization. The WCF goal is to have eve-
ryone come to our activities, meet and get to know
one another, and become comfortable with each
other in a social setting.

WCF has a steering committee (Chairs) that work

on finding and developing activities that are aimed
towards achieving the fellowship goal. These activ-
ities are purposely varied in nature in order to ap-
peal to a wider group of people. They can be
sporting events, dinners, movies and various other
activities. Right now, a trip to Mystic Seaport, with
a chartered bus is in the works. Most activities that
have a cost associated with them are subsidized.
These subsidies reduce the cost for the individuals
and families and are planned to allow more people
to attend. The WCF steering committee also holds
two Pot Luck Dinners each year. The Palm Sunday
Pot Luck is held in the spring and the autumn pot
luck is held the Sunday before Thanksgiving. The
pot luck dinners are free and are generally well
attended.

WCF has three major sub-committees that operate
autonomously in order to raise money in support of
the WCF organization. These committees are the
Harvest Fair, Chicken Pie Supper and the Strawberry
Festival. These sub-committees enlist workers from
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the church members and friends in order to hold
their events. The money raised through these
events is held in a separate account and used for
WCF programs and sponsorships. In this way, the
church’s general fund is relieved of these expenses.

Beside the fellowship activities mentioned above,
the WCF funds:

e Support the annual youth summer programs at

our conference center at Silver Lake. A portion of

the camp program cost is paid by WCF in order to
make Silver Lake affordable to more families.

e Help fund the annual family retreat, in the
spring, at Silver Lake conference center.

e Pay for kitchen and fellowship hall upgrades

¢ In recent years, the commercial refrigerator in
the kitchen was purchased.

¢ The freezer in the storage room was purchased.

¢ Last year new dining tables were purchased.

e Pay for repairs. After a lightning storm, the
compressor in the refrigerator had to be re-
placed. Occasionally there are plumbing costs.

e Pay the cost of propane gas for the kitchen
stove.

¢ And, at this time, a major expense being consid-
ered is the replacement of the kitchen stove.

Again, all of these expenses are paid through the
W(CF fund raising efforts

Sometimes there are additional dinners or lunch-
eons that WCF either organizes or supports. These
may be strictly for fellowship where no profit is in-
tended or they may be in support of another com-
mittee’s program where a dinner is desired. There
are also times when additional dinners are held to
raise funds.

The WCF Steering Committee hopes that this expla-
nation of the organization helps with the general
understanding of what Wider Church Fellowship is
and what we do. We also hope that as we
